The National President’s Award recipient becomes eligible for nomination for the Multiple Sclerosis International Federation’s James D. Wolfensohn Award for International Person with MS. Given that the Wolfensohn Award is awarded every two years, one of the recipients of the President’s Award within that timeframe will be nominated for the honour. The program coordinator will work with the national research and programs department and/or the office of the president to determine which recipient will be nominated.
